How Electrostatic Technology Works 

Electrostatic sprayers work by charging 
liquids (i.e. our proprietary cleaners, 
sanitizers, and disinfectants) as they pass 
through the 
sprayer nozzle. 

Charged 
droplets are 
generated that 
repel one 
another and 
actively attack, stick to and wrap around, to 

coat all sides of the 
surface. This results 
in a uniform coating 
of sanitizer or 
disinfectant on the 
sprayed objects, 
including hard-to-

reach areas that manual cleaning often 
misses.  This technology also avoids “liquid 
pooling“ that typically occurs with trigger 
sprayers.
